Additionally, several automobiles parked close by on Waldamere Avenue
and Eldo Street were rummaged through with miscellaneous items removed.

In all instances it appears the suspect(s) were checking for and targeting
unlocked doors and windows. Several screens were cut to access the doors
and windows.
