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OSBORNE PARK SHORELINE PROTECTION PROJECT

Are you wondering what's behind the orange fence
at Osborne Park? The City is making exciting
progress on the Shoreline Protection Project, which
will restore and enhance the park's 1,400 linear feet
of Lake Erie shoreline while creating a more beautiful

and accessible space for the entire community.

Phase 1is currently underway, focusing on the
construction of two jetties and a sand beach. Jetties
are structures built out into the water using rock or
concrete that help protect the shoreline from wave
action and erosion, while also creating a more stable

and enjoyable beach environment for visitors.

Phase 2 will build on that foundation by completing
the remaining revetment and cobble beach, along
with access walks that connect visitors directly to the
beaches for easy and enjoyable waterfront access.
The project is expected to reach substantial
completion by this fall with final restoration work
completed in spring 2027. Osborne Park remains
open throughout the project, with entry from
Lakeshore Boulevard. For your safety, please stay
behind the fencing.

Behind the fence tour: Residents will have a special opportunity to see the progress up close on

July 26™ from 1:00pm to 2:30pm. This is the only time the public will be permitted behind the construction fence.
